RECORD DATE AND SHAREHOLDERS’ ENTITLEMENT

The Board has fixed Friday, April 10, 2026 as the Record Date for the purpose of determining the
entitlement and the names of the equity shareholders who are eligible to participate in the Buy-back Offer
(“Eligible Shareholders”).

In due course, Eligible Shareholders will receive a Letter of Offer along with a Tender/Offer Form indicating
their entitlement to participate in the Buy-back. Even if Eligible Shareholder does not receive the Letter of
Offer along with a Tender/Offer Form, the Eligible Shareholder may participate and tender shares in the
Buy-back.
